In order to meet our Mission, the Master Naturalist program provides trained volunteers to
work on natural resource projects and to increase awareness, understanding, and
appreciation of our natural resources. The goals of the Texas Master Naturalist training
program are: 1) to provide opportunities for volunteers to use and expand their skills and
knowledge of natural resources and their proper management with emphasis on native flora
and fauna, and 2) to provide volunteer service to the San Antonio area through educational
and enrichment programs that lead to preserving and enhancing natural resources for our
community.

The program requires completion of the training course (approximately 44 hours) followed by
40 hours of volunteer service and eight hours of advanced training each year to attain and
maintain certified Texas Master Naturalist status.

If using postal mail, please do not send the fee with your
application. One application per person, please.

We will notify applicants of their selection status
into the training program via email or postal mail approximately two weeks before the first class day of the session for
which you applied.
